Basic Welding

Classroom & Lab Policy Statement 

Instructor:  Mr. Bingham

Purpose:  

The purpose of this policy is to promote a safe welding environment for all welding students working in the laboratory setting.  Students are expected to follow safety procedures 100% of the time.  In the case that a student is intentionally unsafe or putting other students in danger they will be removed from the lab immediately.

Attendance Policy:

All students are expected and encouraged to be in school and arrive on time.  Any student that arrives to class after the tardy bell will be marked tardy as outlined in the school attendance policy.   All unexcused absences from school during regular school hours will result in a truancy. Excessive tardiness will affect your citizenship in the lab. 

Class Expectations: I agree to:

1. Remain in the classroom for the first five minutes, or until dismissed, to receive instruction 

from the instructor.

2. Be prepared to work for the whole period by having necessary materials before class.  I will not be allowed to go get these materials during lab time.  

3. Pass the welding/shop safety test with a 100% before I will be admitted to work in the lab.  

4. Wear safety glasses at all times while in the welding shop. Wear welding helmet, oxy-acetylene goggles, and face shields when using corresponding equipment.

5. Wear gloves while handling hot metal, grinding, using machines, and all other activities that requires protection for my hands.  

6. Use courtesy in my work ethic by being aware of my surroundings when using equipment.  I will allow other classmates to work in a safe environment.  I will not horseplay with other classmates. 

7. Wear clean coveralls that are free from frayed edges, grease, oil, or other flammable substances.

8. Make sure welds are cool to the touch before showing the instructor.

9. Follow individual safety procedures for all equipment, which will be given during the safety unit.

10. Report all accidents to instructor immediately.  

11. Locate fire extinguishers before working in the shop.

12. Clean up spills immediately.

13. Keep electrical cords and welder leads free from walkways and other hazardous areas.

14. Be on task the entire class period.  

15. Clean up my work area and other assigned areas before the bell rings.  I will not clean up early.

16. Not leave class before the bell rings or instructor permits. 

17. Not vandalize or tamper with equipment and facilities.

18. Get permission from the instructor before starting a project.  I will show a blueprint or drawing of the project and a bill of materials to the instructor.

19. Pay for all materials before taking any projects home.

20. Have my parents/guardian read and sign this policy statement before participating in the lab.

Grading:

All assignments will be passed off to the instructor.  Each weld will be worth 10 points.  There are a total of 28 welds to be completed.  Any welds not completed before their due date will be considered late and will not be accepted.  Students will be given a progress sheet to outline the welds that will be required.  The instructor will sign off the welds as they are completed.  Students must complete welds with 70% competency before being passed off.  Students are responsible for building an approved project of their own or one assigned by the instructor.  The following is how the course will be broken down by points:
