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To the Campus Community:

On behalf of the USU Police Department, I am happy to present the 2005 
Annual Report.  We continue to enjoy a relatively safe and peaceful 
environment.  

Many of you are aware that the Cache Valley metropolitan area was 
ranked as the number one "Safest Metropolitan Area" in the nation.  This 
information was published in the 12th edition of the City Crime Rankings 
published by Morgan Quitno on November 21, 2005.  

We have a firm belief that without citizen involvement we cannot be 
successful in our mission. While we are safe and peaceful we do have 
some crime.  It is interesting to note that while the number of incident 
reports and service calls declined in 2005, the number of arrests increased 
17% over the number of arrests in 2004.  The ratio of students arrested 
versus non students arrested remained about the same with 54.7% of 
arrestees who were students in 2004 and 55.6% who were students in 
2005.

One concern we have is the significant increase in the number of false 
intrusion alarms responded to by our department.  Response to false 
alarms is a non-productive drain of our limited resources.  We will work 
with departments which have alarms to significantly reduce the number of 
false alarms.

Theft continues to be the crime most often reported to our department.  
There was a 4.5% increase in the number of thefts reported in 2005 with 
156 in 2004 and 163 in 2005.  Most thefts are crimes of opportunity which 
are committed in seconds.  We continue to encourage students, faculty, 
and staff to ensure that personal and university property is secured and to 
report immediately any theft that occurs.

As a department we enjoy our associations with our campus constituents.  
We seek to work together to keep Utah State University a safe and 
peaceful place to work, study, and play.

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PATROL, DISPATCH, SECURITY

PATROL

The Patrol Division is made up of twelve state certified full time police officers. USU Police 
Officers handle criminal cases within the jurisdiction of Utah State University. Officer also 
provide free information and services such as personal escorts, key retrieval from locked 
cars and jump-starts to name just a few.

The Investigations Division follows up on crimes occurring on campus and is responsible for 
filing appropriate cases through the courts. Investigations conducts surveillance and 
provides consultations to campus citizens upon request.

The USU Police Department is actively involved in community service including the Special 
Olympics Torch Run, and in teaching safety and crime prevention among the campus 
community.

DISPATCH

The Dispatch Division is made up of one full time dispatch coordinator aided by five part-
time student dispatchers. The Division operates 24-hours a day, 365 days per year. 
Dispatchers handle all communication and dispatching of officers and have a direct line to 
Logan and Cache County's Central Dispatch for fire and medical assistance.  Dispatchers 
also monitor a campus-wide alarm system of burglary and fire alarms in buildings on and off 
campus. The dispatch center services an emergency 911 number and several emergency 
phones located on campus. All dispatchers are state certified and trained.

SECURITY

The Security Division is made up of six part-time student employees whose primary 
responsibility is to make sure each areas, room and building on campus is properly locked 
and secured along with lights being turned off and windows being closed. These officers 
have no police powers and report all suspicious activity to police officers who handle all 
investigations.
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BOMB SQUAD, EMERGENCY 
MANAGEMENT, FIRE MARSHAL

BOMB SQUAD
One of the specialty units within the USU Police Department is the Bomb Squad. The squad has 
some of the most modern safety equipment available including a state of the art Robot (remote 
mobile weapons platform for disposing of hazardous devices). In addition to responding to calls 
throughout Cache County and surrounding areas, the squad provides displays and discussions 
at schools and community gatherings. For more information please call Lt. Steve Milne at 435-

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
The Emergency Management Division was developed to better prepare the campus for any 
major disaster. The division has two areas of responsibility, the Emergency Response Plan and 
the Community Emergency Response Team (CERT). 

USU Currently has more than 300 trained employees and students in disaster preparedness, 
disaster fire suppression, disaster medical operations, light search and rescue, disaster 
psychology, and ream organization through the CERT program. This program is available to any 
individual in the campus community. Anyone interested in the CERT program, or to obtain of the 
Emergency Response Plan, you may contact the USU Police Department at 435-797-1939.

FIRE MARSHAL
The Fire Marshal Division is made up of three full-time fire marshals whose primary 
responsibility is to monitor, maintain, and evaluate the fire protection services on campus. They 
also ensure that the University meets and complies with all state fire codes and regulations, 
making regular reports to the State of Utah Fire Marshal, the University Risk Manager, and 
offending departments. The University Fire Marshal performs regular inspections of all campus 
facilities to detect any possible fire hazards in an effort to reduce the loss of University 
equipment an property. The inspections conducted by the Fire Marshals also reduce the 
insurance obligation of the University. In the year 2005, the USU Fire Marshal’s Office 
conducted 34 classes on fire prevention and fire extinguisher use. These classes were attended 
by 872 students, staff and faculty at the university and extension offices throughout Utah.
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PARKING SERVICES

The Parking Division provides parking access to campus for faculty, staff,
students, and visitors.  “We endeavor to maximize parking space, usage, public
safety and campus access. We seek to create an atmosphere that
communicates to all campus users they are welcome at Utah State University.
We are devoted to maximizing parking area efficiency and accommodating
campus users.”

TRANSPORTATION

The Aggie Shuttle bus service is financed primarily by student fees and 
services all campus and Housing locations.

PARKING & TRANSPORTIATION
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The USU Police Department has compiled this crime report in an effort to help faculty, staff, and
students better understand crime and its impact on the campus community. While studying the
information keep in mind that no crime statistics are completely accurate simply because not all crimes
are reported. The reasons for not reporting crime are many and vary with each crime, community, and
victim. Use caution when comparing Utah State University crime statistics with those of other
universities since there may be differences in reporting. Other factors that should be considered when
making comparisons are:

» Density and size of the community population.
» Climate, including seasonal weather conditions.

» Effective strength of law enforcement agencies.
» Attitudes of the public toward crime reporting
» Administrative and investigative efficiency of the local law.

» Cooperation of adjoining and overlapping police agencies.
» Crimes cleared in the following year.
» A singe arrest that involves one or more crimes.
