For the map quiz you will receive a blank map of East Central Europe and a list of 30 place names.  You will use the blank map as a study guide.  On the day of the map quiz, you will receive an identical blank map and a list of 20 place names drawn from the study guide.  Of those 20, you will pick 10 and locate them on your map.


The midterm and final examinations will consist of a mixture of multiple choice and short answer/identification type questions.  All questions will be drawn from the text book.  The final exam is cumulative.  That is, you will be responsible for all of the material in the course.  

The book review will discuss the themes in Joseph Roth’s Radetzky March.  The review should be typed (or computer printed), double spaced on plain white paper.  The review should be about 750 words long.  


The bibliographic essay will require you to evaluate the central arguments in the scholarship surrounding a particular historical problem.  The paper should draw upon at least ten (10) sources (books, journals articles, dissertations, etc.) and should be approximately 3,000 words in length.
