Description:   GRK 3330 is a close reading of Sophocles' tragedy Antigone.  The primary goal for this course is to gain a clear understanding of the Greek text, concentrating on grammar, syntax, and translation.  We will also review selected topics in Greek grammar and practice reading Greek out loud.  In addition, the class will read the entire play in English, and will read and discuss one article every week on Greek drama, Sophocles, or the Antigone.  Students are encouraged (but not required) to read the other 6 extant plays of Sophocles.

Structure:  There will be three exams, one approximately every 5 weeks.  The exams will cover the material from the grammar reviews, as well as translation, grammar, and syntax from The Antigone.  Students will take the exams outside of class.  Students will also write 5 short (3-5 page) papers on any of the articles they choose.  The papers will be due on the day we discuss that article.  Students will also write a final paper (8-10 pages) on any aspect of the Antigone, one of Sophocles' other plays, or Greek tragedy in general.

The grading scale will be:   A (100-93);  A- (92-90);  B+ (89-88);  B (87-83);  B- (82-80); and similarly for the C and D range.  F represents a grade below 60.  There will be no curving of grades.

Makeups:  Exams can be made up only in case of a serious medical emergency (prior notification and doctor's note required).

Attendance and Class Preparation:  Class preparation and attendance are extremely important; I expect you to come every week with your translation and reading fully prepared.  The amount of homework assigned for each class will vary, but we will plan to translate about 50 lines of Greek and read one essay every week.  Since we will only be meeting once a week, it is imperative that you discipline yourself to spread out the work throughout the week; do not try to do all the homework for this class on Thursday night!  I reserve the right to lower your final grade for excessive absences and/or unsatisfactory class participation.

Class Structure:  Since we will be meeting only once per week, we will need to structure our class time carefully, so as to include ample time for grammar review, reading out loud, translation, and the discussion of articles.  The following structure is tentative; it can (and probably will) be modified during the semester to suit our needs.

10:00 - 11:15 - Translation

11:15-11:30 - Break

11:30-12:15 - Discussion of this week's article
