PURPOSE: Ancient Western Civilization and Religion is designed as a survey course.  This means that 

you will gain an overview of the development of civilizations, their history and religions.  
The focus will primarily be Western, but will also include Mesopotamia, the Egyptians and 
the rise of Islam.  In addition, this course will introduce you to using primary source 
material.  Finally, you will learn about historical events, religious beliefs and customs that 
have shaped the world as we know it. 

 
This course is a survey which means that it moves fast and covers a large amount of 
material in a short time.  In addition to the three lectures per week, there is written work, 
reading assignments, quizzes and exams.  If you have limited time this semester or have 
several other classes with heavy workloads, consider your priorities and make choices 
accordingly.  During lectures, I will do my best to help you with explanations, handouts, 
maps, and other materials.  You are welcome to come and see me during my office hours if 
you have questions.  However, you are responsible for doing your part, i.e. keeping up on 
the reading, coming to class and taking notes.  There is no substitute for attending lectures. 
 
Note:  This course will discuss religious topics and issues as the subject of intellectual 
examination.  This is not a doctrine class.  If you are unable or unwilling to study religion 
from different points of view, please reconsider taking this course. 

  
CLASS  It is important, especially in a large class, to show consideration to your fellow students.  
DECORUM: Please do your very best to arrive on time.  If you must arrive late, come in quietly and if 

you have to leave early, sit close to the door and leave as quietly as possible.  Do not show 
up and expect to read your newspaper in class and please, for the sake of the human race, 
turn off your cell phones before coming to class!  Things will run much more easily for all 
of us if we operate on a system of mutual respect. 

 
CLASS  This is a lecture course.  That primarily means, you show up and I talk. During specified 
PROCEDURES: lecture times your main job is to take notes.  However, during review sessions for the 

midterm and final, discussion and questions are invited and encouraged. 
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ELEMENTS AND  Your overall final grade for this course will be based on five elements: quizzes; papers; 
GRADING:  participation in the practica; two tests and one final exam.  The breakdown of assignments 

with their corresponding point value is as follows and there will be no curving of grades.

QUIZZES This class is divided into five (5) major sections and each section is divided into three (3)  

sub-sections.  There will be a short quiz after each sub-section and the format for each quiz 
is identical.  Each quiz has five questions with five blanks, you will fill in each blank with 
a word from the list of terms designated for that sub-section.  Each question is worth three 
points.  Watch out!  Spelling counts for one point out of the total three points per term.  
The list of terms are found in the syllabus.  

 
PAPERS   There are two required papers for this class.  Each paper is worth 100 points and must be 

no longer than three pages in length, double spaced in 12 point, Times New Roman font.  
In class there will be a discussion on papers and how to write them.  For further assistance 
with your writing, you should consult the following Writing Guide composed by Professor 
Damen.  The Writing Guide can be found on the web at the following link: 
http://www.usu.edu/markdamen/WritingGuide/00intro.htm.  (Note: the 00 are zeros). 
 
Late papers: 

 
a. up to 24 hours late = minus 20% 
b. up to 48 hours late = minus 30% 
c. up to 72 hours late = minus 40% … and so on for every 24 hour 
    period after this including weekend days. 

 
PRACTICA There are five practica in this class.  At the end of each of the five major sections there 

will be a practicum.  This is designed to be a lesson on art, music, writing or a related 
Humanities topic.  The practica are worth 25 points each and they are not optional.  
However, on the day of a practicum, all you need to do for the 25 points is to come to 
class, pay attention and fill out the worksheet which will be provided in class!  This 
worksheet is not a quiz or an exam, but rather lets me know you were present and 
participating on that day.  I have designed these practica to be fun and hope you will enjoy 
them. I know I am really looking forward to each of them! 

   
EXAMS: There will be two tests and a final exam. The format of the tests and final will be similar to 

that of quizzes, except that you will have word banks for some of the sections on the tests. 
Watch out!  There will be more words than blanks. In addition, there will be some shorter 
sections which will not have word banks.  The tests are worth 100 points each but the final 
exam is worth 150 points. 
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NOTE:  Please take note, it is your responsibility to keep all graded work which is returned to you 

in case there is a discrepancy in grading. All grades are posted on Syllabase.  In addition, 
all grades are recorded in hardcopy format.  Please check Syllabase periodically to make 
sure you know how you are doing in the class. 

 
MAKE-UPS: Exams and quizzes can ONLY be made up only under the following conditions. 

1. Prior notice is given. 
2. Proof of a valid excuse is provided, for example, a note from a doctor. 
3. All make-ups are taken during the Graduate Assistant’s office hour during the week.  I

if you are having trouble.  You must keep up in this class since your overall grade is 
made up of many smaller, rather than a few larger, assignments.
