Teaching Load

▪ Typically carry 9 credits during Fall semester and 6 credits during Spring semester. Teach “Introduction to Mass Communication,” a 3-credit General Education course and requirement for the JCOM major, to approximately 250 students (two sections) in the fall and 135 (one section) in the spring. Goals include helping students look at mass media in new ways, encouraging critical thinking, and recruiting promising students for the major. Also teach graduate-level “Mass Communication Theory” and “Research Methods” and participate in “Introduction to Graduate Study in Mass Communication,” core courses

designed to help master’s students advance their thesis or project work. Team taught Senior Seminar, a 1-credit capstone course required for undergraduate majors, one semester when low recruitment and retention forced the cancellation of a graduate course.

Graduate/Undergraduate Mentoring and Advising


▪ Serve as committee chair for three master’s students and committee member for two additional students in small but active graduate program. Have served on committees for three students who successfully defended master’s theses or projects. As member of graduate faculty, review applicants’ files, discuss courses with master’s students, plan programs of study, and advise students on further graduate study.


▪ Advise undergraduate students about courses, internships, graduate schools, and so on as needed. Before Department shifted most undergraduate advising duties to a staff member in October 2005, served as adviser to approximately 50 Journalism and Communication majors or potential majors.

▪ Currently mentoring an Undergraduate Teaching Fellow for “Introduction to Mass Communication.” Also mentored an Undergraduate Teaching Fellow during 2004-2005.


▪ Oversee small number of undergraduate student internships and independent studies. For example, during Summer 2006, worked with one student on a magazine internship and one student on a research-related independent study. Currently helping an undergraduate student design and carry out a research project he initiated to evaluate the effectiveness of a training program.
