The meeting was called to order at 11:00 am by Doug Garrett. 

 

1. Meeting Minutes for March 

Marv motioned to approve the April minutes.  Matt seconded the motion, which passed 

unanimously. 

 

2. General Business: 

 Doug welcomed Stephanie Hamblin who will be replacing Paige Geslin as the chair 

of the Professional Relations Committee. 

 

 Doug reported that he will continue to follow through with VP Hunsaker to get 

approval to put a question link on the PEA website for employees to “ask the 

President.”   

 

 Doug reported on the proposal from CEU regarding a partnership with USU.  CEU 

would a Chandler, not have a president, who would report to the President of USU.  

 

 Doug mentioned that June 16
th

 at noon, will our committee recognition luncheon to 

thank the outgoing members of the executive committee and to welcome the new 

members. No meeting will be held in July. 

 

 Doug turned the time over to Lisa who gave a report on the PEA elections.  Lisa 

reported that she received 245 ballots; however, there were several concerns 

regarding the fact that Lisa was a nominee on the ballot and the ballots were returned 

to her.  Lisa explained that her staff counted the ballots and that in the future a 

committee would need to be organized.  She also indicated that the cost of mailing the 

ballots was between $200 and $250.  To initiate an electronic ballot would have cost 

approximately $350.  It was mentioned that the bylaws call for an electronic vote. It 

was proposed to ask VP Hunsaker to increase the budget to cover the costs of the 

electronic ballot.  Lisa also proposed that the wording in the bylaws be changed to 

read “elections will be conducted by the most effective manner (electronic or mail).”  

Stephanie Pettinghill seconded the motion.

4. Committee Reports: 

 

a. Parking:  Stephanie Pettinghill 

Two parking resolutions were passed and one was tabled.  1) The Golden Toast 

church parking lot will now be a blue permit lot for student parking.  2)  The parking 

lot by the Business building, which was patrolled 24/7, will now open to the public at 

5pm with 12 spots posted for faculty and staff.  3) The resolution to open the Big 

Blue Parking Terrace to students after 6pm and extend the enforcement hours to 

10pm was tabled.  

 

b. Scholarship/Endowment:  Shannon 

The scholarship committee awarded $4500 in scholarships for the 2009-10 academic 

year.  Three graduate students received $850 each and three undergraduate students  

received $650.  This amount was reduced from last year ($5600).  Their thank you 

notes and photos have been posted on the PEA website.
