AISP INFORMATION SHEET

Pre-Requisite Degree Requirement :

The American Indian Support Project (AISP) is recruiting for two degree programs
in the Psychology Department at Utah State University: the Masters in School Psychology
and the PhD in the APA-approved Professional Scientific Psychology Program.

For the MS in School Psychology, students with degrees in psychology, education,
human services or other related fields are encouraged to apply.

For the PhD, a degree in psychology is encouraged but students are accepted with
degrees in other human service areas.

Pre-Requisite Course Work
The following courses are prerequisites for admission into the masters and doctoral
psychology programs supported by AISP.

The following four undergraduate courses are required prior to beginning graduate
work:

- Abnormal Psychology (required for therapy)

- Personality Assessment (required for therapy)
= Statistics (required for Psychometrics / research)
- Psychometrics (required for testing)

BE The American Indian Support Project will support students if they need to come and

begin these prerequisites during Summer quarter.

The remaining four may be taken en route to a graduate degree, but must be

completed prior to taking the 700-level courses:

g Developmental Psychology

- Learning and/or Analysis of Behavior

- Physiology

- Social Psychology
Test Scores

In order to be admitted, you need to take either the GRE (Graduate Records Exam)
or the MAT (Miller’s Analogy Test); the GRE is preferred. Allow enough time for your
test to be scored, and the scores sent to the graduate school (4 - 6 weeks at least for the

GRE; 10 days for the MAT). These tests are known to be biased, but a score is needed
before acceptance. Since you are completing only against American Indians, the effects of
