Complimentary Ticket Policy

A Complimentary Ticket Order (comp slip), exchangeable for two complimentary tickets to a UST production will be issued to anyone working on the show (in other words, if your name appears on the program.) These comps are intended to be used for friends and family. Once issued, comp slips become the responsibility of the person to whom they are issued. Faculty and staff who receive (2) complimentary Flex-Pass subscription books are not eligible for comp slips.

LOST COMP SLIPS – check with the stage manager or publicity director about the possibility of replacement.

ALL COMP SLIPS ARE SUBJECT TO SEATING AVAILABILITY.  Obtaining tickets is your responsibility!  Comp slips should be exchanged for tickets prior to the performance to assure best seating and availability.

Comp slips will be distributed to cast and crew by the publicity director or stage manager. Ticket office personnel will honor valid comp slips only. They do not have a master list of who receives comps and cannot approve comps to any UST performance.

3. By Phone at 797-0305. If you choose to reserve tickets by phone, a credit card number is required to hold them. Unclaimed reserved comps are tickets which otherwise might have been sold and therefore represent a loss to the department. As a result, no phone reservations will be accepted without a credit card number. Comp tickets reserved and not claimed on the night of the performance will be charged to your credit card. (You may pay for your reserved tickets at Will Call the night of the performance however you choose, either with or without the credit card.)
