Casting will always be through open auditions.
Scenery used in the Studio Theatre must be designed so that the space can be used as a classroom during the day.

The space will be scheduled for two technical and three dress rehearsals before the first performance. Rehearsals prior to the first technical rehearsal will be conducted in whatever rehearsal space is available.

Rehearsal may be scheduled from 4:30-6:30 for Conservatory and Academic shows, except during work call.
For all UST shows the rehearsal time is 7:00-10:00. 

Rehearsal may be held Monday through Saturday, as long as you do not exceed the allotted hours.

Rehearsals will under no circumstances run later than 11:00p.m., this is building policy.

Fine Arts Scheduling Policy:
Scheduling for the Morgan and Lyric theatres can only be 15 working Days before the performance of a show. 

The musical or Shakespeare get 20 days. 

University Policy states that there is no smoking in any university building. If the play demands it, there may be representative smoking in the Morgan or Lyric Theatre on occasion. Under no circumstances is smoking permitted on the Studio stage or in any rehearsal area.  Any smoking or use of flame of any kind must be approved with the USU Fire Marshall.
Publicity Policy:


All publicity information must be received no later than 15 working days before opening night of a Conservatory or Academic Production. All UST publicity information must be submitted one month before the opening night.
