1.  
Scholarships for one semester will be awarded to deserving full-time students majoring in Theatre Arts.  Scholarships are not automatically renewed, but students may re-apply.  Students must be Utah residents to apply for Tuition Waivers.  Students who are on half or reduced tuition will receive waivers for the reduced amount.  

2. Applicants who are new students in the department will prepare an audition and interview with the scholarship committee.  Applicants will prepare two short contrasting scenes approximately two to three minutes each.  Students whose talents and interests are primarily in the areas of Design/Technical Theatre and Theatre Education will be prepared to present a portfolio and discuss what they have done in theatre and what their desires are for the future.  Inquire at the Theatre Arts Office for an appointment to audition.

3. Recipients must be an active Theatre Arts major with six or more credits per semester in theatre arts courses, attend work calls and production strikes, and participate in at least one major theatre production per semester as either cast or crew member.  Please place a check mark in the appropriate box below for your application. Should the GPA not be maintained or should the recipient cease to be a full-time Theatre Arts Student, he/she will forfeit the right to future scholarships.

4. Recipients must have and maintain a GPA of at least:

3.25 minimum for a Tuition Waiver (in-state residents only, does not cover fees)
