WORK STUDY POSITIONS

There are 25 work study positions available in the Theatre Department. Work study jobs are given to students on the basis of financial need. If you have applied for or are receiving financial aid you may qualify for a work study job. It will say on your pell grant form, and Financial Aid will know if you qualify.

Just because you qualify for work study does not mean that you will automatically get a job. The university only has so much money to give to work study students. You should apply 

in March of the previous year or go to financial aid and beg, plead, and give them a sob story 

so you can get some money for the job. Often they are reluctant to give out money if you did 

not sign up for work study in March, so if you miss the deadline, try all alternative methods. They will often give jobs to more people the first of Spring Semester. Fall is more difficult. 

That means getting your Pell grant information back to the university no later than the middle 

of March.

Work study jobs help the department in many ways. The university subsidizes the work study payroll and allows us to hire many students with a much lower cost to the department.  It also lets students work up to 15 hours a week compared to just 10 hours a week under normal payroll jobs.

There is a job for you if you can qualify and if you can convince financial aid you need it.
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
