MISSION STATEMENT
The Utah State University Men's Club Volleyball Team provides a competitive, fun, and welcoming environment where a group of dedicated, talented, and committed athletes can come together as a team. Our goal is to practice, play, and compete at a high level while also building friendships and working towards shared goals.

MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS
Students who choose to participate in club volleyball must meet the following requirements:
· Be a student at Utah State University.
· Maintain good academic standing.
· Show commitment and dedication to the team and the volleyball program.
· Represent Utah State University and the Men's Club Volleyball program in a respectful and professional manner.
· Not engage in hazing or bullying under any circumstances.
· Participate in at least one community service activity per semester.
· Pay dues within the allotted time upon accepting a position on the team.
· Regularly attend practices and tournaments unless excused in advance.
· Players selected for the team may return the following semester without re-trying out. If a player returns after a non-consecutive semester, they must try out again.

COMPLIANCE WITH UNIVERSITY POLICIES
All members of the Utah State University Men's Club Volleyball Team must adhere to the policies and procedures established by the university's Campus Recreation department. This includes, but is not limited to, facility usage, conduct expectations, risk management guidelines, and participation requirements. Failure to comply with these policies may result in disciplinary action, including suspension or removal from the team.

PRACTICE & TRAVEL REQUIREMENTS
Attendance at practices and travel to both in-state and out-of-state events is mandatory. If an athlete is unable to attend a tournament or game, they must provide at least one month’s notice. Failure to do so may result in suspension from the club or require reimbursement to the club for any travel costs incurred on their behalf.
Players must provide at least one week’s notice for missing a practice. Extenuating circumstances or emergencies will be considered for last-minute excusals. Athletes are students first and should plan accordingly to stay on top of their academic responsibilities to ensure they can fully participate in the season.

OFFICERS & RESPONSIBILITIES
Officers are responsible for the leadership and management of the club, ensuring its success and smooth operation. Their duties include:
· Searching, interviewing, and selecting a head coach with the help of other officers.
· Communicating with players, other clubs, and the NCVF league.
· Organizing, hosting, and scheduling tournaments.
· Determining team selections and travel rosters.
· Overseeing practices, officers, athletes, paperwork, and the budget.
· Handling conflicts in a fair, professional, and unbiased manner.
· Leading fundraising efforts to increase the team budget.
· Attending all required meetings and events.
· Organizing travel logistics for Nationals, including transportation, food, housing, and fees.
· Managing team social media accounts.
· Ordering apparel and gear.
· Coordinating team bonding activities, such as team dinners.
· Organizing and distributing sponsorship letters.

COACH REQUIREMENTS
The coach is a volunteer position and is not involved in financial matters, gear selection, or travel arrangements. The coach is responsible for:
· Leading and planning all practices.
· Developing effective lineups for tournaments.
· Representing Utah State University and the team with integrity.
· Assisting in team selection after tryouts.
· Respecting the roles and responsibilities of team officers.
· Traveling with the team to all tournaments.
· Creating a competitive, fun, and welcoming environment for player development.

TERMS OF OFFICER SELECTION
Future officers will be chosen by current officers, based on interest and dedication from current team members. Candidates must:
· Demonstrate commitment and passion for the program.
· Show leadership qualities and organizational skills.
· Make decisions that benefit the team's success while considering the interests of players, coaches, and the program's legacy.

REMOVAL OF OFFICERS/ATHLETES
Any officer or player may be removed from the team for the following reasons:
· Legal trouble or misconduct.
· Lack of commitment or failure to fulfill responsibilities.
· Stealing from the program.
· Failure to pay dues on time.
· Unacceptable representation of the program.
· Academic ineligibility (GPA below 2.0).
· Causing unnecessary conflict or team drama.
· Habitual, unexcused absences from practice or team events.


PLAYER DUES & PAYMENT
Each player is required to pay dues, which cover coaching, tournament travel, equipment, uniforms, and other expenses. Dues are set at $350 per semester for all players. Officers may pay a subsidized amount, as determined by the presidency.
Alternative payment plans may be arranged if necessary. Players must pay in full before participating in any competitions. If an athlete quits, they remain responsible for their dues. Failure to pay dues will result in suspension from practice and competition and potential removal from the program.
