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To the Campus Community:

On behalf of the Utah State University Department of Public Safety (USUDPS), I am pleased to

present the 2010 Annual Report. This booklet was designed to inform the campus community of
the services available from the USUDPS and to keep members of our community aware of crime
problems on campus. This report also contains the statistics for three prior years for comparison.

As a department we seek to work with students, staff, and faculty to make them aware of the
available resources and to help them understand their roles in ensuring a safe campus. It is our
goal to help provide an environment as free from crime and the fear of crime as possible.
Whether it be enforcing the law, conducting safety patrols, preparing for emergencies, or
conducting fire safety services, the employees of the USUDPS are dedicated, professional, and
enthusiastic about their duties and responsibilities.

In 2010 we handled more incident reports and service calls than in any other year in our 29 year
history. The number of incidents responded to increased by 8% over 2009. The number of
services provided was up 9% over 2009. For the first time in our history we provided in excess
of 4,000 recorded services for campus citizens.

We are fortunate to study, work, and play on a campus that has such a low crime rate. However,
because we have had such a low crime rate for so long there is a general attitude that“it won't
happen here}’meaning many feel that because of our low crime rate we do not need to worry
about our personal safety and security. We strive to teach the campus community that it can
happen here if we let our guard down and that we each have a role to play in our own safety and
the safety of our property.

The Patrol Division is made up of eleven steetified fulktime police

officers. USU Police Officers handle criminal cases within the jurisdic| |
of Utah State University. Officers also provide free information and
services such as personal escortg; ketrieval from locked cars, and
jump-starts to name just a few.

The Investigations Division follows up on crimes occurring on campu
and is responsible for filing appropriate cases through the courts. The
division conducts surveillance and providessdtations to campus
citizens upon request.

The USU Police Department is actively involved in community service
including the Special Olympics Torch Run, and in teaching safety and
crime prevention to thecampuscommunity.

INTRODUCTION

The USUWolice Department has compiled this annual report in an effort to help faculty, staff, and
students better understand crime and its impact on the campus community. While studying the
information keep in mind that no crime statistics are completely acausanply because not all crimes
are reported. The reasons for not reporting crime are many and vary with each crime, community, and
victim. Use caution when comparing Utah State University crime statistics with those of other
universities since there mayelifferences in reporting.

Other factors that should be considered when making comparisons are:
x  Density and size of the community population.
x Climate, including seasonal weather conditions.
x Effective strength of law enforcement agencies.
x  Attitudes of tre public toward crime reporting.
x  Administrative and investigative efficiency of the local law.
x Cooperation of adjoining and overlapping police agencies.

x  Crimes cleared in the following year.
